In 1868 General John A. Logan declared that May 30 
would be a day to decorate with flowers the graves of comrades who died in de-
fense of their country. After World War I the day was extended to honor and pay 
homage to the dead of all wars. The most solemn ceremony conducted on Memo-
rial Day is the placing of a wreath at the "Tomb of the Unknowns" located in Ar-
lington National Cemetery.
